Sum-up: Small-workgroup models with good
features at very affordable prices.

The Phaser 6180MFP/N and 6180MFP/D
are based on Xerox’s Phaser 6180 printers. In
addition to copy, print, scan, and fax func-
tions, these color models offer good speed,
network connectivity, and reasonable paper
handling. Even more impressive is the reason-
able $999 price for the 6180MFP/N, and
$1,149 for the 6180MFP/D.
These machines print at 31ppm in black-

and-white and 20ppm in color, very good
speeds for the price. Copy speeds are slower,
at 7ppm in color and 20ppm in black. They
are powered by a 400MHz processor and start
with 384MB of memory. You can add to the
memory, up to a full gigabyte. Xerox rates
these models for up to 60,000 pages per
month.
Ethernet, USB, and parallel connectivity are

all standard on both models. Xerox offers an
optional Wi-Fi adapter box as well.
PostScript and PCL printing are standard.
These units come with a 50-sheet document

feeder. Both network scanning and scan-to-
email are supported.
The fax function is based on a 33.6kbps

modem. LAN fax is supported.
Paper handling starts with a 150-sheet mul-

tipurpose bypass tray and a 250-sheet stan-
dard drawer. You can add an optional 550-
sheet tray ($399) for a total of 950 pages of
input. All three input feeds handle up to 80lb.
cover stock, which is heavier stock than 110lb.
index. Duplexing, as noted above is optional
on the 6180MFP/N, standard on the
6180MFP/D. The output tray holds up to 300
sheets.
Per-page costs run at 2.4¢ for black-and-

white and 12.2¢ for color. That’s not cheap,
but in the price range of these MFPs, that’s
